5 Things You May Not Know Your Cell Phone Could Do.....

For all the folks with cell phones this should be printed and kept in
your car, purse, and wallet. Good information to have with you.)
There are a few things that can be done in times of grave emergencies.
Your mobile phone can actually be a life saver or an emergency tool
for survival. Check out the things that you can do with it:

FIRST Emergency -

The Emergency Number worldwide for Mobile is 112. If you find Yourself out
of the coverage area of your mobile network and there is an Emergency, dial
112 and the mobile will search any existing network to Establish the
emergency number for you, and interestingly, this number 112 can be dialed
even if the keypad is locked. Try it out.

SECOND Have you locked your keys in the car?

Does your car have remote keyless entry? This may come in handy someday.
Good reason to own a cell phone: If you lock your keys In the car and the
spare keys are at home, call someone at home on their cell phone from your
cell phone. Hold your cell phone about a foot from your car door and have the
person at your home press the unlock button, holding it near the mobile
phone on their end. Your car will unlock and save someone from having to
drive your keys to you. Distance is no object. You could be hundreds of miles
away, and if you can reach someone who has the other ' remote ' for your car,
you can unlock the doors (or the trunk).

THIRD Hidden Battery Power

Imagine your cell battery is very low and to activate, press the keys *3370#.
Your cell phone will restart with this reserve and the instrument will show a
50% increase in battery. This reserve will get charged when you charge your
cell phone next time.

FOURTH How to disable a STOLEN mobile phone?

To check your Mobile phone's serial number, key in the following Digits on
your phone: *#06#. A 15-digit code will appear on the screen. This number is
unique to your handset. Write it down and keep it somewhere safe.

If your phone gets stolen, you can phone your service provider and give them
this code. They will then be able to block your handset so even if the thief
changes the SIM card, your phone will be totally useless. You probably won't
get your phone back, but at least you know that whoever stole it can't use/sell
it either. If everybody does this, there would be no point in people stealing
mobile phones. And Finally......

FIFTH Free Directory Service for Cells

Cell phone companies are charging us $1.00 to $1.75 or more for 411 information
calls when they don't have to. Most of us do not carry a telephone directory in our
vehicle, which makes this situation even more of a problem. When you need to use

the 411 information option, simply dial: (800) FREE411, or (800) 373-3411 without
incurring any charge at all. Program this into your cell phone now.
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The above picture is an example of what can happen if YOU are careless;
or do not consider what can happen by not planning ahead, not acting
cautiously and not paying attention! Granted, your potential problems
of danger normally would not include bears, but motorists can be a
serious concern to watch out for as well as children who may not obey
rules and follow procedures. YOU CAN NOT DEPEND ON NETHER OF
THEM TO BE SAFETY CONSCIOUS — ONLY ON YOURSELF. Therefore,
YOU must AT ALL TIMES be alert, be aware of what is going on around
you (inside and outside of the school bus), not assume anything, and be
cautious.

e Maximum speed limits for school buses on the following roads:

*45 mph Non-Interstate Roadways, *60 mph Interstate Highways

Note: A police officer can issue a speeding ticket for exceeding the

*restricted speed limit for school buses, regardless of the type of
roadway.

e The distance School Bus AMBER Traffic Warning Lights are to
be activated when approaching a pupil stop is based on the posted
speed limit as follows:

e AT LEAST 100 feet if the posted speed limitis _less than 35 mph

e AT LEAST 200 feet if the posted speed limit is 35 mph or
greater.

e RED School Bus Traffic Warning Lights and Stop Arm must be
activated immediately upon stopping.

¢ Do not cancel the red traffic warning lights and stop arm until
YOU have determined it is safe to proceed. Before proceeding
make sure all children have cleared the highway or street and
there is no one in front or near the sides of the bus. Check all
mirrors to assist YOU in deciding when to proceed. While picking
up students look for late comers running to meet the bus!

e Know without a doubt you can safely continue on your route.

1 cup milk, 3 cups cake flour, 1 orange (rind and juice), 4 tablespoons

margarine, % cup sugar, 1 teaspoon vanilla, %2 teaspoon salt, 1 egg
(beaten), 2 tsp baking powder, 1 cup apples (chopped, but not too fine)

Beat egg. In a mixing bowl, combine milk, egg, sugar and melted
margarine. Add orange juice, rind, chopped apples (skins may be left
on), and vanilla. Sift together the flour, salt, baking powder. Stir into

milk mixture with a spoon until blended. Do not over mix! Preheat oil in
a skillet to 350 degrees. Drop off end of tablespoon into hot oil. Fry to a
golden brown. Turn so they brown evenly. Allow to cool.
